With digital cameras 
one can take lots of images trying 
different settings and pick out the best 
one. Taking an image through a 
telescope will give much more detail 
as can be seen from the other image 
on this page.

Beckington Village Day 

Described in the Somerset 
Standard as “the best village day in 
Beckington ever” and helped by 
perfect June weather, the village 
hosted a crowd estimated to be at 
least 3000.   

 

There were several innovations.  First 
there was sparkling live music 
performed by the Balkan band, 
Paprika Reloaded, French Connection 
Jazz, and other artistes. Secondly, the 
bar and barbecues were housed in 
one large marquee, where drinks and 
snacks were served in vast quantities 
by teams of enthusiastic volunteers 
(contributing £2000 to the day’s 
profits). Thirdly, a number of facilities 
were much improved over previous 
years – particularly the car park, which 
was organised with great efficiency by 
Beckington Cricket Club. 
 

There was plenty of non-musical 
entertainment as well, led by David 
Seamark’s sheepdog and goose-
herding demonstrations, while the 
Beckington Fun Dog Show, with 117 
entries, proved more popular than 
ever.

Extract of minutes of the meeting held 
on 17th May 2010: 

 
Eight members of the public were 
present to discuss Mr Yerbury’s 
amended planning application for The 
Orchard, Warminster Road detailing 
the reduction in size of the garage 
block and the change to the front door 
location. Resident’s Comments:- 
(i) The garage size was preferable to 
previous application.   
(ii) Concerns were raised regarding 
the access.  
(iii) House was too large for site and 
would block out light and visual 
amenity to houses in close proximity.   
(iv) Against having a house on land 
recognised by MDC as being an 
important open area in a conservation 
area. 
 
When taking account of the views 
expressed by the members of the 
public and that the amended 
application did not address previous 
objections to the application the 
Parish Council had no option other 
than to recommend refusal to Mendip 
District Council.  This was a 
unanimous decision 
 
Beckington/Rudge Village Signs: Due 
to the lengthy delay to install these 
signs, Highways have offered to 
supply them free of charge. 
 
Mill Lane – Traffic Management 
Scheme: Councillor’s reviewed the 
proposed plans for this scheme which 
SCC Highways have approved. They 

are still under review by other 
departments at SCC.  The raised build 
out kerbs may assist drivers exiting 
the junction but are unlikely to fully 
resolve the issue. The design will 
reduce the carriageway to 6m which 
will slow traffic passing through the 
area. 
 
Traffic Problems Goose Street/Bath 
Road Junction: Parking opposite this 
junction is an ongoing issue. Clerk to 
request Highways to place white lining 
(H bar) markings in front of The 
Cedars. The ghost island and bar 
markings in Goose Street have faded 
and require repainting. Clerk to action.  
Mr Wilson will speak with the 
Proprietor of Mes Amis to place a 
notice in the window requesting 
patrons park considerately.    
 
Streetlight, Mill Lane/Goose Street: 
This has been installed is currently not 
working. Clerk has emailed SCC to 
ask when it will be illuminated. No 
response. 
 
Planning Proposal: Two storey rear 
extension and new entrance. 18 
Homefield Close, Beckington..After 
consideration of the application the 
Parish Council recommended to 
Mendip District Council that
